1. Approval of the Minutes for Meeting #15 held December 12, 2001 – Minutes were approved as circulated.

2. Committee Reports

a. Occupational Safety and Health (OSH) – Chairman Jacques Morin was appointed by the NCJC Executive Committee.  No Committee meetings have been held. The Council was advised that the company had prepared a reply to the Bargaining Agents on the proposed new terms of reference for the OSH Committee. A copy will be circulated to members of the Executive Committee following this meeting.  The Bargaining Agents have indicated that they will provide a response for the next NCJC Executive Committee meeting.

b. Benefits Board of Management – The chairman is Ron Smith.  The Board has not met since the last NCJC Council meeting as two meetings were postponed due to the lack of a quorum.
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c. Special Committee on Benefits – It has been agreed that because the committee was unable to make any progress, the matters will be returned to the Benefits Board of Management and this committee will be discontinued.  This will mean that the standard cyclical reviews of the benefit plans will begin once a schedule is approved by the NCJC Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee will also determine if the Benefits Board of Management will conduct a review of their terms of reference and the appeals process. ( Editorial Note:  Refer to Council Minutes # 17, December 11, 2002) 

d. Allowances Committee – The chairman is Jacques Chamberland.  The committee has met three times since the last NCJC Council meeting. They are currently conducting the cyclical reviews of the following guidelines: Travel, Relocation, Isolated Posts, Living Accommodation Charges and the Bilingual Bonus.

e. Executive Committee – The Executive Committee has met on four occasions since the last NCJC Council meeting.  The Executive Committee reported that they had agreed that a bylaw should be developed for the appeals process to clarify the existing practices and separate the appeals process from the grievance process.

3. Bylaw proposal for the Appeals Process – this matter has been deferred to the NCJC Executive Committee for a report at the next meeting.

4. NCJC Website – It was reported that a stand-a-lone website will be available for the NCJC information in September.  It was suggested that the site include links to each of the unions as well as the company site.  Further it was also suggested that the site provide for a traffic report.

5. NCJC CD – It was agreed that the NCJC would obtain a cd burner and when the current information on the website is updated that the office could prepare a cd for those that want to use one for their own reference work.
