1. Approval of the Minutes for meeting #33 held on Wednesday, July 23, 2008 – Minutes were approved. 
2. Committee Reports 
a. OSH Committee – Richard Dixon explained that he had been provided with information that Canada Labour Code regulations had improved the First Aid reporting requirements and recommended that the Council agree to amending the OSH guidelines to reflect those changes.  The Council agreed.  Christine requested that funding for first aid training should be reflected against the company’s population.  Richard agreed to follow-up.
b. Benefits Committee – Greg Myles, reported that the committee had met on two occasions since the last Council meeting.  Five appeals had been processed.  Draft year-end reports had been received for both Sun Life and Great West Life. Projected rate increases for Health at eight percent, Dental at five percent, Basic Life at fifteen percent and a reduction of ten percent for Long Term Disability.  The Committee is conducting the cyclical review of the benefits and anticipate meeting in January.

c. Allowances Committee – Herb Brennen, Chairman, reported that the committee has met on three occasions since the last Council meeting.  The committee is conducting the cyclical review of the Commuting Assistance guideline and preparing the cyclical review of the Isolated Post/Living Accommodations program. The committee has also reviewed the mileage rates, meal rates and vacation airfares for the Isolated Posts and these rates will be posted for 2009. 
d.  Executive Committee – Richard Dixon, co-chair, reported that the executive had one meeting since the last Council meeting.

Financial Reports

a.    Annual report for 2007-2008 – a copy of the annual statement was circulated showing expenses at $151,248 against annual funding of $100,000.00.  The existing surplus has been reduced to $98,000.
b.    Budget for 2008-2009 – the budget was set for expenses of $114,500.00 with funding of $100,000.00.  The surplus is expected to be reduced to $83,000.
